UEB BRAILLE VERSION ONLY - For a student provided a braille question
booklet, the school assumes responsibility for transcribing braille responses into
print, and for listing on paper the student's choices made in response to online
questions. All such responses must be correctly identified by the appropriate
question numbers.

If the student has written responses on a computer independent of the e-
Assessment System (EAS), the school is responsible for ensuring each written
answer and online question's response is identified with the appropriate question
number on the printout.

LARGE PRINT VERSION - For a student provided with a Large Print student
response booklet, the student may enter written responses directly in their
regular printed response booklet, and respond to online questions online in the
EAS (with on-screen font size enlargement possible), or the school may assign a
scribe to transfer the student’s written responses to the regular printed student
response booklet and input the student's online responses in EAS. The school
will ensure the student's work is marked and results reported following
instructions provided by the Ministry of Education and Child Care.
